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Start saving to open your own art business today via the Saginaw Family Child Care Network’s Commercial Development Account Program (CDA) and be eligible for extra cash when you are ready to open your business.

Commercial Development Accounts (CDAs) are matched savings accounts designed to help individuals accumulate dollars to open businesses.
If you decide to participate in the CDA program in order to open your business, we will match your savings on a 1 to 3 ratio.  Example, if you save $3000, the CDA program will give you $1000, therefore increasing your savings total to $4000.

In order to participate in the CDA program an individual artist must:


Commit to saving toward their art business;


Attend free financial management education classes, business planning and budget classes;


Save at least $500;


Anticipate opening a small art shop, space, studio, or the like within the next year; and


Collaborate with other local artists.
